What is a PSI Networking Call Series? 

 

To educate interested parties about recent product stewardship initiatives, PSI coordinates  
networking conference calls to allow participants across the nation to hear expert presentations 
and ask questions on timely topics. Participants take advantage of the opportunity to be kept 
abreast of important information without having to spend time and money to travel. Past call 
topics have included product stewardship financing, lifecycle analysis, the recycled paint stan-
dard, electronics and export, mercury stockpiling, performance goals, and the role of retailers 
in product stewardship. We have also organized special presentations for companies such as 
Dell and Sony. PSI holds six calls per series, and has run six series to date.  
 
PSI continues to receive mounting interest in the networking calls, with attendance now reach-
ing up to 75 participants per call from businesses, federal, state, and local government agen-
cies, press, environmental organizations, and consulting firms. Participants consistently pro-
vide strong ratings on the calls and continue to come back for new series.
