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· Over 3,500 key stakeholders (including manufacturers, retailers, suppliers, government officials, and environmental groups) regularly participate in national dialogue meetings and other product stewardship efforts. 


· Have a membership base of 44 state and 56 local government agencies. 


· Host the country’s only national product stewardship conference, which is attended by over 125 thought-leaders annually. 


· Enable more than 600 decision makers each year to participate in PSI-facilitated networking conference calls on timely product stewardship issues. 

· Partnered with Staples to design and implement the first national, permanent retailer take-back program for scrap computers in the country, which has become a model for other industry product take-back initiatives.


· Represent state and local government interests on the U.S. House of Representatives Subcommittee on Energy and the Environment in its quest to develop electronics scrap legislation.

· Co-hosted regional electronics legislative workshops attended by representatives of over 15 states.


· Developed model state thermostat legislation and assisted in the development of comprehensive thermostat legislation that passed in 4 states.


· Created a national program with the Thermostat Recycling Corporation (TRC) to collect mercury-containing thermostats for free recycling at local household hazardous waste facilities, retailers, and heating and cooling contractor locations. 


· Proved that a financial incentive can be an effective motivational tool to increase mercury thermostat recycling for heating and cooling contractors.

· Facilitated a historic multi-stakeholder agreement in which paint manufacturers have agreed to take responsibility for financing and managing leftover latex and oil-based paint through a nationally coordinated system.


· Facilitated the development of a national Green Seal environmental and performance standard for recycled-content latex paint.


· Facilitated the development of a historic agreement among telephone directory publishers that includes a voluntary pledge by individual publishers to provide consumers with the ability to “opt-out” of getting phone books, the development of recycling best practices, and environmental production criteria.
· Developed a program for the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency to promote the creation, demonstration, and marketplace acceptance of technologies that do not use radioactive isotopes.
