DIALOGUE FEES

At the direction of its Board of Directors, PSI is instituting limited fees for participation in its national dialogues. This policy is effective February 12, 2008, and applies only to dialogues for which the first meeting has not yet been held, including fluorescent lamps, pharmaceuticals, and medical sharps. 

No fee will be charged to any stakeholder for participation in their first meeting of a dialogue process. However, under the new policy, fees will be levied for participation in each additional meeting in that dialogue:

· After the first meeting, all state and local government agencies must join PSI as Full Members or pay 25% of the amount that would constitute their membership dues for each subsequent dialogue meeting they attend. · After attending their first meeting, participants other than government officials, manufacturers, or retailers will be required to join the PSI Adjunct Council and pay the appropriate fee to continue with the dialogue process. This includes waste management companies, consultants, non-governmental organizations, and others that could benefit from the dialogue.
